Re:  Adequate State Funding for Metrorail and Metrobus Systems

Dear Governor Ehrlich:

As a daily user of the  ___________ station on Metro’s ____ Line in ___________ County, I write to ask your support for more financial resources for the Metro system, both short-term and long-term.   Because of budget pressures, the quality of daily Metro service has been deteriorating for some time.  Broken escalators and elevators, mechanical breakdowns of trains causing delays,  all are daily occurrences affecting the quality of my life going to and from work.  

I know there are tremendous pressures on Maryland’s Transportation Trust Fund and on the State’s general revenues.  However, Metro service is a critical component of economic development for the whole region,  reduces the need for more highways, and helps maintain air quality.  Increases in annual subsidies from Metro’s sponsoring jurisdictions, including the State of Maryland, will clearly be needed because fares can’t be raised again for a third year.

Long-term, Metro needs a dedicated source of funding so that new rail cars and buses can come on line when ridership growth requires, irrespective of the budget pressures on Maryland, D.C., and Virginia.  Its future growth is critical to the entire region.
